The Library of Blue Lights 

Spokane (Wash.) Spokesman-Review, Mar. 22 
On a typical day in the Spokane Public Library, a custodian 

could be greeted by blood in bathroom stalls, needles in the 
toilets, and paper towels spread everywhere. Now library 
leaders are trying to put a stop 
to it by installing blue lights in 
the men’s public restrooms, 
which are designed to make 
needle injections more difficult. 
So far it seems to be working, 
as evidence of drug use has 
decreased. The blue lights make it more difficult for drug 
users to find a vein. Library Director Andrew Chanse said 
increased drug use in the bathroom is just one symptom of a 
larger opioid epidemic.
